Hot lunch is only 

available on Mondays this year and only from vendors.  If you haven’t already 

please sign up through our hot lunch system to get the updates. Before you 

place an order please make sure you are aware of our new rules.  The most 

important one for you to know is that this is a purchase at your own risk.  We 

will not be offering any refunds unless closures are mandated by the 

Government, in which case those will be done at the end of the year, minus any 

banking fees.  Full details of the policy are on the hot lunch website. By 

ordering hot lunch for your child it is a win win, you get a day off of packing a 

lunch and you also support our school!  Hot lunch is volunteer run and is used 

as a small fundraiser for the needs of the school, which includes the new 

playgrounds for the new school.
