Important Dates:

Stony Plain Central School Ski and Snowboard Club will be open to students in grades 3-9. We will be making
five trips to Rabbit Hill. The dates include: Wednesday’s - January 17th and 24th, February 7th and 28th, and
March 7th. Registered students will travel by supervised bus, leaving the school at 3:20pm and returning to the
school parking lot at approximately 9:00pm. Students will be assigned a seat on the bus and each student is
required to wear a mask at all times while travelling on the bus.

Restrictions Exemption Program:

Rabbit Hill is participating in the Restrictions Exemption Program. Students who are 12+ years of age will be
required to show proof of vaccination or a negative covid test (within 72 hours) when arriving at Rabbit
Hill.

Lessons and Equipment:

At the hill students will participate in a mandatory one-hour ski or snowboard lesson with qualified instructors.
They will then have free ski or snowboard time for approximately two and a half hours. Students will be instructed
at the time of their lesson which areas of the hill they are restricted from going during free time.

Students have the opportunity to rent equipment at the hill or bring their own. Students’ bringing equipment
need to have their equipment at the school on the day of ski-club. We can store equipment during the day of ski
club but it must go home with the students at the end of the night. It will then be transported to the hill in a
volunteer’s vehicle. Students’ with a Rabbit Hill Season Pass can join without paying the Lift Ticket price.

Supper:

Students have time to break for supper during their free time. Students may bring a bagged supper or they
can buy food from the hill (an average supper costs ~$10). Please note that each student will be in charge of
their money during the evening.

Helmets:

Each student must wear an approved skiing or snowboarding helmet. Ongoing and continued participation will be
dependent on a student following all school rules and expectations as well as the rules and expectations at Rabbit
Hill.

Parents Welcome:

Parents are welcome to join us at the hill. Parents must travel to and from the hill on their own and will have to
purchase their own lift tickets if they plan to ski or snowboard! The school is looking for someone with a truck or
trailer to volunteer and transport our equipment to and from the school. Our volunteer will be given a
complementary lift ticket and rental each night. Please email me at brendan.walline@psd.ca if you are available.
